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Lesson: KDT! Follow-up Lessons for the Library Lion
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Lesson Description
A series of extension activities that can be used before, during and after reading the KDT! book, Library Lion, following the field trip to the Tompkins County Public Library.
Major Understanding
* The library is a place that welcomes all. 

* Rules are important and sometimes need to be broken.
Essential Questions
*What is the purpose of a rule? 

*When should rules be broken?

Procedure
· Activity 1 -- Introduction: Show the children the cover, the inside front cover and the title page. Ask the children “What do you see? Where do you think the lion is going?” Point out the statues of the lions. Ask children if they have ever seen statues in front of buildings before. On the first page, ask children, “Where is the lion?” Look at the man at the desk. “What do you think he is thinking? Why? What sound does a lion make?” You can ROAR with me when the lion roars in the story. Read the story.   Follow-up:  Ask, "Why would there be a library rule, ‘No lions in the library?’ Why do we have rules? Is there a time when a rule needs to be broken? When did the lion break the rule? Why? How does the lion feel when he is able to be helpful? How do you feel when you are helpful? “

· Activity 2 --  Introduction: Think about all the things the lion did to be helpful in the library. (Write children’s ideas on chart paper) Activity: Children choose one of the activities listed or create another way a lion could be helpful in a library, and illustrate this idea and add a one-sentence caption (which can be dictated or written by the child). You can make this into a class big book or display these ideas on a bulletin board. Follow-up: Children can share their page with the class or the teacher can read the pages aloud.  
· Activity 3 -- Collaborate with school librarian to explore the different areas of a school library and set up a simple scavenger hunt, similar to the one created at the public library for the KDT! Trip. * Activity 4 -- Set up your dramatic play area as a library. Ask the children to help set up this area. Include literacy props (paper, pencils etc) so the children can make props for the library i.e., check out desk with a rubber stamp, signs for library rules etc.
